He gave us 10 special rules that we need to 
keep to be able to keep our part of the 

covenant and live as his special people. Surely 
you've already heard about them: "You shall have
no other gods before me. You shall not make for 

yourself an image in the form of anything in heaven 
above or on the earth beneath or in the waters 

below ... You shall not misuse the name of the Lord 
your God... Remember the Sabbath day by keeping it 

holy. ... Honor your father and your mother ... You 
shall not murder. You shall not commit adultery. You 

shall not steal. You shall not give false testimony 
against your neighbor. 
You shall not covet ... “

Yes, I heard  
about those rules. 
We call them the 
10 Commandments. 
But tell me, how 
did you feel when 
you heard that God 
himself gave you
his laws? 

We were 
afraid, very 

afraid. With 
the thunder, 
the lightning, 
the trumpet 

blast, and the 
smoke we could 

not stop 
trembling!

And what
did you do? 

We asked Moses to 
talk to God and 
then tell us 
what God said.

And Moses
did it?  

Making a special 
covenant with God is 
an honor and implies a 
great responsibility. 
And in the end, how 
did you all respond 
when Moses read the 
covenant book? 

Yes, 
Moses met 

with God. 
Then, Moses 

came down from 
the mountain and 

told the people all 
that God had said and 

told them about the 
laws God had given. And 
all the people answered 

do everything the Lord 
has said.” After that, 
Moses wrote the laws 

of God in a special 
book called the Book 
of the Covenant and 

he read it to us.

We responded: "We
will do everything 
the Lord has said; we  
will obey.”

There you 
have it friends! 

God gave his 
commandments to 

the people, and the 
Israelites decided 

to obey them. If 
they keep their 
promise to obey 

God, they will be 
fulfilling their part 

of the covenant.
