Parents:

In today’s class we learned about the good decision that 
Jonah made. When he was inside the big fish, he repented 
for having disobeyed God. Jonah decided to do what God 
had commanded him and he went to Nineveh (Jonah 3:1-10). 
Talk with your child about ways they can obey God. Ask them 
to tell you ways in which we can obey God.

Instructions:
1. Have your students fold their worksheets in half; then 
unfold it and have them cut along the two dotted lines.

3. Ask them to draw a picture in the yellow box showing what 
it means to be obedient.
